Apple Butter Stirrin’ Festival | October 16 - 18, 2026

Each fall, Historic Roscoe Village hosts one of Ohio’s most
beloved autumn traditions. Copper kettles simmer over
open fires while blacksmiths send sparks flying in the

forge. Historic interpreters share stories of canal-era life as
visitors explore the village's preserved buildings—now home
to unique shops and restaurants.

New experiences include craft beer from Wooly Pig Brewery,
wine tastings, charcuterie displays, and entertainment from
Columbus Whirlybirds and Friends.

Christmas in Canal Town - November and December 2026

During the holiday season, Historic Roscoe Village transforms into
a glowing canal-era Christmas village filled with lights, music, and
traditions.

Highlights include the Christmas Candlelighting Ceremony, horse-
drawn carriage rides, lantern walks, festive shopping in historic
buildings, and hot chocolate stations throughout the village.

Canal Day celebrates the ingenuity and entrepreneurial
spirit that built Ohio’s canal system.
